· The Friends of Creation-Science Limited Liability Company purchased Christ Serve Ranch and the camp will be leasing the property.

· God blessed us with about $750,000 in charitable giving including several grants, two estate gifts, and an increase in congregation giving.

· The Thrivent Choice program really took off and was a big success.

· We completed the Chapel by adding heating and air conditioning.

· We finished off most of the Recreation Hall remodeling and will be adding heating and air conditioning this spring.

· The planning for the renovation of the Education and Retreat Center is well under way.

· We were able to start our new Equine College that provides excellent training and leadership opportunities.

· The Make A World For Christ Appeal continues and has moved past the $500,000 figure with more congregations making their plans.

We don’t want to lose sight of what is most important to Lutheran Island Camp. That is to provide as many opportunities as we can for God to work through creation and His word to touch the lives of young people. To that end, we have set a goal of raising as much as possible to help more children come to camp who otherwise might not be able to afford it or even consider camp as an option in their lives. It will help us increase the number of people who can be at camp by increasing the number of beds we have available. It will help us expand our programs to children through Day Camp and VBS programs. And, it will help us expand our offerings to children from families who are not active in Lutheran congregations.
